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Beyond Agreement addresses the thorny question of how to make
interreligious dialogue productive when the religious differences are so



large that finding common ground seems unlikely. The book offers a
way to think about interreligious dialogue that allows people to stay
committed to their own truth as they have come to know it while being
open to learning from other religions.
