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Neustadt uses the term political confusion in a number of ways, most
broadly to describe the generalized disorientation associated with Latin
America in an age of postmodernity characterized by the coexistence of
indigenous, mestizo, and European cultures, juxtaposed with the
uneven effects of mass media and high technology
