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This book examines the intersection of coeducation and masculinity,
aiming to develop new models of masculine identity within educational
settings. Supported by the State Pact against Gender Violence, it
analyzes the historical supremacy of masculinity, perceptions of



masculinity among primary and secondary school students and
teachers, and depictions of masculinity in social science textbooks. The
work proposes educational strategies to dismantle the patriarchal
discourse that legitimizes male supremacy and gender violence. It is
intended for educators, researchers, and policymakers interested in
fostering civic and egalitarian masculinity models. The book advocates
for reflection on formal education's role in challenging hegemonic
gender narratives.
