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The Meaning of Israel argues that left ideas about Zionism and Israel
have been inextricably intertwined with ideas about civilization. Post-
war social democrats used ideas about Zionism and Israel to assuage
their anxiety about the future of civilization, and to reaffirm the

viability of this very concept.
