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Limits and Possibilities was first published in 1990. Minnesota Archive
Editions uses digital technology to make long-unavailable books once
again accessible, and are published unaltered from the original
University of Minnesota Press editions. The nature of the Eastern
European Socialist state and its potential for transformation without
sacrificing its specific identity is the subject of extensive current
debate. Limits and Possibilities is the first book to be written that deals
conceptually and historically with the myriad kinds of change a state
might undergo.
