What happens to a
reader's experience when a poem invokes its author's popularity? Is
there a meaningful connection between poetry and advertising,
between the rhetoric of lyric and the rhetoric of hype? One of the first
full-scale treatments of celebrity in nineteenth-century America, this
book examines Walt Whitman's lifelong interest in fame and publicity.
Making use of notebooks, photographs, and archival sources, David
Haven Blake provides a groundbreaking history of the rise of celebrity
culture in the United States.
