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Ancient Israelite and Early Jewish Literature offers more than simply an
introduction to the Hebrew Bible. Increased interest in Early Judaism as
successor to the religion of Ancient Israel and background to the New
Testament demands an introduction that guides the reader through the
maze of Jewish literature dating from the Hellenistic and Early Roman
periods in addition to the Hebrew Bible.
