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This volume presents ecological consequences and evolutionary
mechanisms that may be associated with behavioural alterations in
parasitized hosts.

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A prominent early feminist, abolitionist, and civil rights advocate,
Frances Ellen Watkins Harper wrote and spoke across genres and
reform platforms during the turbulent second half of the nineteenth
century.
