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Brazilian Foreign Policy in Changing Times contributes both empirically
and theoretically to the study of international relations. The book
illuminates Brazilian foreign policy in the democratic era, a subject
scarcely touched on elsewhere. This book also offers a new
conceptualization of the debate on the path to an autonomous foreign
policy.
