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A mesmerizing figure in concert, Charles Munch was celebrated for his
electrifying public performances. He was a pioneer in many arenas of
classical music--establishing Berlioz in the canon, perfecting the
orchestral work of Debussy and Ravel, and leading the world to
Roussel, Honegger, and Dutilleux.
