They also include
personal accounts of Apel’s return to the Polish town where her
Holocaust survivor parents grew up, as well as the ways she found
strength in her inherited trauma while enduring treatment for breast
cancer. These essays shift between the scholarly, the personal, and the
visual as different modes of knowing, and explore the intersections
between racism, antisemitism, and sexism, while suggesting how
awareness of historical trauma is deeply inscribed on the body. By
investigating the relations among place, memory, and identity, this
study shines a light on the dynamic nature of memory as it crosses
geography and generations.
