Inasmuch as they order and
ordain, state authorities leave room for compromise, something which
has hitherto been little studied in concrete terms. By combining in-
depth case studies with an interdisciplinary conceptual framework, this
collection helps apprehend the morphology and dynamics of public
action and state-society relations in Turkey.
