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Civic Education Across the Curriculum offers faculty in all disciplines
rationales and resources for connecting their service-learning efforts to



the broader goals of civic engagement. Campuses promoting
engagement are beginning to tie service-learning practices to their
civic mission of preparing students for participation in a diverse,
democratic society. There are, however, few resources for faculty--
especially those in fields not traditionally linked with civic education--
to think about how civic engagement might be incorporated into their
own disciplinary perspectives and course goals.
