It expounds
his view on human character and morality as based on his account of
human nature (including his reception of Plato and Aristotle). This book
reveals Galen’s substantial contribution to the philosophical debate on
the parts and powers of our soul and their connection with the body.
Thereby, it also delves into the lively academic debate on the best
handling of emotions like anger or distress including their medical
implications. Paying attention also to the religious side of Galen’s moral
thought, the monograph contributes to a complete recollection of
Galen—not only as the doctor but also as the ethical philosopher he
was.
