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Natural resources often stretch across borders that separate modern
nation states. This can create conflict and limit opportunities for
regulated consumption of their goods and services, but also provide
opportunities for joint multinational efforts that exceed single country
capabilities.This book illustrates the diversity of transborder natural
resources, the pressures that they experience or the opportunities that
exist for multinational regulatory regimes, monitoring and
enforcement. It presents ten case studies of transborder natural
resources that are of interest to two or more neighbori
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
