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This volume constitutes selected papers presented during the 5th
Artificial Intelligence Doctoral Symposium, AID 2022, held in Algiers,
Algeria, in September 2022. The 22 presented full papers were
thoroughly reviewed and selected from the 38 qualified submissions.
They are organized in the following topical sections: data mining;
metaheuristics and swarm intelligence; computer vision; Artificial
Intelligence applications; machine and deep learning; NLP and text
mining.
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In this monograph Philipp Bruckmayr examines the development of
Cambodia’s Muslim minority from the mid-19th to the 21st century.
During this period Cambodia’s Cham and Chvea Muslims established
strong relationships with Malay centers of Islamic learning in Patani,



Kelantan and Mecca. During the 1970s to the early 1990s these
longstanding relationships came to a sudden halt due to civil war and
the systematic Khmer Rouge repression. Since the 1990s ties to the
Malay world have been revived and new Islamic currents, including
Salafism and Tablighism, have left their mark on contemporary
Cambodian Islam. Bruckmayr traces how these dynamics resulted inter
alia in a history of local Islamic factionalism, culminating in the

eventual state recognition of two separate Islamic congregations in the
late 1990s.
