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Mochlos is a Minoan town set on a fine harbour at the eastern side of
the Gulf of Mirabello, in northeast Crete. It was first inhabited during
the Neolithic period, with an important Minoan settlement occupied
during most of the Bronze Age. Mochlos |, to be published in three
volumes, presents the results of the excavations in the Neopalatial
levels of the Artisans' Quarter, and at the farmhouse at Chalinomouri.
