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On 10 and 11 May 2006 the international conference on the theme
“River, landscape and land conservation. Overcoming emergencies and
grasping opportunities” was held in the main lecture hall of Florence
University. The initiative was promoted and organised by the PhD
course in Landscape Design — Professor Giulio G. Rizzo, Dr. Michele
Ercolini — and by the Master degree course in Landscaping — Professor
Guido Ferrara — of the University of Florence. The majority of the
addresses presented during the two days of work, and included in this
book, were characterised by the cultural and scientific input of the
initiative, in other words the attempt to transform a “system of
demands” (hamely the requirements of land conservation) into a
“system of opportunities” for the design of new landscapes.

erste Studie dieser Art untersucht sie systematisch die langfristige
Entwicklung der sozialen Absicherung von Geringverdienern in
Argentinien und analysiert die entscheidenden politischen, sozialen
und 6konomischen Einflussfaktoren. Latin America is considered the
most unequal continent in the world. Paradoxically, the development of
resource-intensive social systems has done little to change the social
imbalance. The author traces this paradox using Argentina as an
example, uncovering the underlying conflicts of power and interests,
and identifying successful strategies for implementing inclusive
policies. As the first study of its kind, it systematically examines the
long-term development of social security for low-income earners in
Argentina and analyzes the decisive political, social, and economic
factors influencing it.
