Throughout the book, postmodern theory
informs the polemical debate concerning new directions in educative
practice. Contributors shed new light on a postmodern view of art in
education with emphasis upon difference, plurality and independence
of mind. Ultimately, the paper provides a detailed insight into the
various concepts that shape and drive the contemporary art world
