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Researchers view the switch from parchment to paper as an essential
condition for the rapid rise in literacy in Europe during the Late Middle
Ages. The first part of this volume focuses on medieval paper
production in the mill districts in Northern Italy, Southwestern
Germany, and Belgium. The second part examines the displacement of
parchment by paper in administration and in book culture.
