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Masculine? explores the formation of gendered and sexual identity in
the lives of black men, shedding light on the manner in which these are
affected by class and social structure. It examines the intersecting
oppressions of race, gender and class, while acknowledging and
discussing the extent to which black men's social lives differ as a result
of their varying degrees of cumulative disadvantage.
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
