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Though the term "postmodern" looms large on our cultural landscape,
rarely do we find a systematic and impartial discussion of the
circumstances of its ascendance. Identity Crises offers just such an
accounting. In this book, Robert G. Dunn situates the intellectual
currency of "the postmodern" within the larger context of social and
cultural change shaping the movement over the past several decades.
