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This book identifies Cynic philosophers as the opponents addressed by
the epistle to the Colossians. This identification permits new solutions
to old interpretative problems in Colossian studies. In particular, Martin
offers a new translation and interpretation of Col. 2.16-23 as well as
other problematic passages.
