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One of Japan's most important intellectuals, Nambara Shigeru defended
Tokyo Imperial University against its rightist critics and opposed

Japan's war. His poetic diary (1936D1945), published only after the war,
documents his profound disaffection. In 1945 Nambara became
president of Tokyo University and was an eloquent and ardent
spokesman for academic freedom. In this first English-language
collection of his key work, historian and translator Richard H. Minear
introduces Nambara's career and thinking before presenting
translations of the most important of Nambara's essays, poems, and
speeches.
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John Perry, in his Some short animadversions (Wing P1650), ascribes
authorship of this to Chamberlen.
