The book is important for current and future leaders of
higher education institutions as it provides insights into the thinking,
aspirations, desires, fears and modus operandi of student leaders. Such
insight can contribute to developing and implementing appropriate
strategies for achieving meaningful and constructive engagement with
current and future student leaders."
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
