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Itinerant salesmen, also called pedlars, street hawkers, hucksters and
ballad singers are considered to be the most important distributors of
popular printed matter in Europe between 1600 and 1850. A general
assumption is that the pedlar travelling from town to countryside was

towns, selling books to the educated and affluent buyer. The
commercial position of the urban pedlars, however, is very often
underestimated.
