suddenly and inhumanely buryed : together with the report of his

moving of the body as it was carrying by the bearers to his grave, and
the treating of his winding sheet with his own hands, and the

lamentable shrieks and groans he made on the Saturday and Sunday
following : as also the examination and commitment of his land-lord

and land-lady by the lord mayor to the prison of Newgate .
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
