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The necessity of Christian subjection [[electronic resource] ] :
demonstrated, and proved by the doctrine of Christ, and the apostles,
the practice of primitive Christians, the rules of religion, cases of
conscience, and consent of latter Orthodox divines, that the power of
the King is not of humane, but of divine right, and that God onely is the
efficient cause thereof. Whereunto is added, an appendix of all the chief
objections that malice it selfe could lay upon His Majestie, with a full
answer to every particular objection
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
