evangelization in contrast to that of Africa and Asia: the inhospitable
landscape of Africa, the implacable Islamic societies of the Ottoman,
Safavid, and Mughal empires, and the self-assured regimes of Ming-
Qing China, Nguyen dynasty Vietnam, and Tokugawa Japan.
