This Special Issue is focused on technical, financial, and policy-related
aspects linked to the transition of industrial and service sectors
towards energy saving and decarbonization. These different aspects are
interrelated and, as such, they have been analyzed with an
interdisciplinary approach, for example, by combining economic and
technical information.
