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Trouble in the West provides the first full and continuous account of
the Persian-Egyptian War, a conflict that continued for nearly the two-
hundred-year duration of the Persian Empire. Despite its status as the
largest of all ancient Persian military enterprises- including any aimed
at Greece- this conflict has never been reconstructed in any detailed
and comprehensive way. Thus, Trouble in the West adds tremendously
to our understanding of Persian imperial affairs. At the same time, it
dramatically revises our understanding of eastern Mediterranean and
Aegean affairs by linking Persian deali
