This book guides readers familiar with rings and modules through the
construction of the associated derived category and its triangulated
functors. In this context, it develops theories of categorical
equivalences for subcategories and homological invariants of objects.
The second half of the book focuses on applications to commutative
Noetherian rings. The book can be used as a text for graduate courses,
both introductory and advanced, and is intended to serve as a reference
for researchers in commutative algebra and related fields. To
accommodate readers new to homological algebra, it offers a
significantly higher level of detail than most existing texts on the
subject.
