Instead, we
need to address the role and position of the human in the current
technical setup - including the associated issues of labour, robotisation
and, last but not least, extinction. Offering a critique of the socio-
political underpinnings of AI, AI Art: Machine Visions and Warped
Dreams raises poignant questions about the conditions of art making
and creativity today.    The book critically examines artworks that use
AI, be it in the form of visual style transfer, algorithmic experiment or
critical commentary. It also engages with their predecessors, including
robotic art and net art. AI Art includes a project from Zylinska's own art
practice titled 'View from the Window', which explores human and
nonhuman forms of intelligence, perception and action. The book
closes with speculation on future art - and on art's future.
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
