Their usefulness in this regard is
only impeded by practical difficulties related to the accurate
identification of the members of such a large and complex group. In
this volume, Professor Reyes Pena-Santiago gives a detailed
morphology of the dorylaims and provides a thorough overview of their
feeding behaviour, reproduction, ecology, and diversity.
