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This monograph interprets China’s macro-economic reform concerning
the countryside, agriculture and farmers (known as Sannong) from the
micro perspective of rural households. It makes full use of the survey

meaningful in historical study, and systematic in comparative
examination, thus provides a panoramic view of rural China in the
reform years.
