From preparing the preliminary outline, work file, and bibiliography,
Research Shortcuts proceeds to using the appropriate resource guides,
as well as modern aids to research. It also discusses shortcuts that
reach the experts: writing letters that get questions answered, and
making face-to-face (or telephone) interviews pay off. A final section is
devoted to using the research data: first drafts, choosing specific
quotes wisely, paraphrasing, and final drafts.
