It uses an African culture as a practical case study
to concretely illustrate the form and dynamics of the interconnections.
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This book is the story of the Catholic worker movement developed in
Hungary after World War I with revival of the institution founded by
Adolph Kolping. The story is told through the life of its national leader,
John Madl-Mike.
